OLD BUSINESS:

RAA hearing: There were 6 cases, 2 settled outside the meeting and 4 were heard on 7/16/08 and found to have violated the law. There are 2 regular causes ~ 1. Failure to call for locates, and 2. Failure to report a damage to a facility. One complaint was their second offense therefore the $800 that was suspended last time was revoked, and they were fined $5000 with ½ of that suspended this time. Next month there are 4 cases to be heard.

NEW BUSINESS:

Verizon Stakeholders meeting was postponed until September. Communications has really paid off on this project. The number of damages has gone down considerably since 2006 when this project started in the metropolitan area. For PGE damages were 215 in ’06, 110 in ’07 and 15 so far in ’08; For NW Natural damages were 110 in ‘-6, 35 in ’07 and 6 so far in ’08.

Locates are still on the rise for realtor sign locates. PGE is seeing a 19% increase in locates since ’07, and NW Natural is seeing 28-1/2 % increase with damages down by 36%.

April minutes were corrected with respect to the Linn-Benton County seminar to be held in November. They are attached. 

Scott Copeland will be replacing Bill White with Kerr Contractors. Scott mentioned an incident with NW Natural in Cornelius, where NW Natural gave Kerr great information, help and suggestions with respect to damages. 

There isn’t an enforcement group out looking for digging without locates. But anyone seeing someone digging without locates, please call the phone numbers listed on the bottom of page 2 to report it. Those phone numbers are reprinted in the minutes every month. Or, if you would document the date, time, location and company name & bring it to the MUCC meeting, the MUCC will file a complaint against them, and they have up to 2 years to fill the RAA. The Underground Focus magazine is a good source of information regarding available safety material, and has the website www.Undergroundfocus.com.
