Damage Report:  (located at the end of these minutes)
Make sure to report all your damages each month directly to the website http://oucc.net  under Damages.  It is suggested that you report your damages within 30 days of the month you are reporting for with final figures as you can add original information but you cannot edit it on the website.  If you have not signed up – it is real easy and only takes one minute!
These reports let us know how the damages are occurring and at what percentages.  Please report your damages every month!  
If your agency doesn’t care for the way your damages are reported, please contact Stephanie Baxter (website owner). 

OUNC continues to sponsor a program to encourage participation for local Councils to submit monthly damage reports.  OUNC is offering cash incentives monthly and quarterly to those Councils who report their damages to them. The incentive is up to $1,200. We need to submit our Officers List, and we must have a minimum of five reports monthly in order to qualify for these incentives.  We had only three for September and none yet reported for October. Please go back and enter for your company if you haven’t already done so.  Another part of the incentive is to add one new member to our Council each year.  Last year we added four new members.  We will need one additional member this coming year to qualify for the $1,200.  Gary Hyatt will check with United Pipe to become a member and will check with the local Engineering firms as well to attend or be members.
Each monthly damage report will now be attached to these minutes. We need to maintain at least 5 contributors to receive the seed money from OUNC. Next year we will be required to add one more damage contributor and one more MUCC member to continue to receive the money. Jarrod will contact the PGE landscape contractor for this.

REGIONAL LAW UPDATE: The Update took place November 13 from 8 AM to 3 PM in Albany, for a day long training seminar on Oregon Dig Law and Damage Prevention. Over half of the attendees were contractors.  CEU’s were available for most of the attendees in a variety of utility works.  Two more seminars are planned for the Portland area in 2009.  They are free, include lunch, will have lots of SWAG, and CEU’s will be available for most utility companies.  The local councils will be asked to recommend contractors for the Golden Shovel Award for exceptional prevention of damages. They will be relying heavily on the councils to volunteer. As soon as the dates for 2009 are set, announcements will be made to recruit for help. There was a meeting Sept. 24 to discuss the premier speaker.

OLD BUSINESS:

RAA hearing: There is a hearing scheduled for Friday, November 21st at PUC from 8:30 to 12:30.  There are five cases to be heard; three from NWNG, one from Cascade Natural Gas, and one from Avista Utilities.  Clackamas County has 2 cases to bring up and Gary Hyatt will help them fill out the form. The form can be found on the website under RAA process. The OUNC encourages attendance at the RAA hearings to see what the process is. It is very educational. 
Pre-design survey locates were discussed. Communication with the facility operators for as builts and locates should occur. On the locate ticket it has an area to mark “as builts” and that gets passed on to the facility operator. Please stamp on as built, “Call Before You Dig”. The problem appears to be receiving as builts but not getting paint on the ground. Pre-design survey locates are covered on page 21 of the Standards Manual, and states that, “…the operator shall…” With respect to the standards manual, there is a new item in this issue on page 17 (number 4). 
Another topic brought up was Washington County requires (understandably) that core holes or potholing be restored back to the way it was, and needs to use CDF. They also require a permit to pothole. The County can use www.searchandstatus.com  to search as far back as 2-1/2 years to see who requested locates for the road in question, and follow up with them to restore it to specifications.

A Merchant Services transaction report was proposed. Some good suggestions were made to improve upon it, and will be brought to next meeting. 

Patty spoke of the Greater Portland Construction Partnership Group meeting with about 75 people attending. It consists of large and small contractors meeting quarterly to discuss issues. This meeting was on crane safety. The dues are $250/ year. The purpose is to educate and communicate for a greater cause to minimize accidents. Patty will get me contact information, and MUCC will look into speaking at and sponsoring their appetizer (?) for an upcoming meeting.  Their next quarterly meeting is at the Convention center in either December or January.
