Old Business:

Local Locate Rodeo:  Rodeo update from Jamie. In Chicago they had 2 wheels vs. our 3, they make a banner every year, and have a manual for the rodeo with committee names, volunteers names and their company. The locate from hell is a bonus event and set up so the competitors could view it before competing in it. 

Next year’s rodeo we are looking for a campus that is big enough and has lots of utilities. Marci is gathering information. Jamie will do another article for Underground Focus magazine. Jamie will go to Atlanta next week for national competition. 
RAA hearing: There were 5 cases yesterday. One was dismissed, and four were successful. In four out of five cases the excavator filed for ‘facility operators failure to locate’. Every month there are hearings. If there is a problem with a homeowner or contractor don’t hesitate to file a complaint. It will get their attention.

MUCC Banner:  Dialer and Digby can’t be put on the MUCC banner, unless Pacific marketing is used. There was a motion (May 07) for KG Specialties to bring ideas for a banner without Dialer & Digby, motioned seconded & approved. The banner hasn’t been worked on lately. Jerrod will follow up with Geoff.
Verizon:  Verizon Stakeholders meeting today July 25th at 10AM at Wilsonville Training Center. Communications have improved with these meetings.
811 Campaign:  The 811 campaign has received 3200 calls, with 30% being hang-ups. All 4 states did a 5 day test from 14 call centers and found out of 2300 calls only 70 were misdirected.  
Website Facelifts:  The website has a new designer for the damage report. There’s a new person hired to redesign it, but it won’t be launched until Sept. ’07. If MUCC wants a website, the designer will add it for a minimal cost, and OUCC will pay for it. Keep sending minutes to Stephanie Baxter and she’ll send to OUCC for posting. OUCC is exploring a calendar of events link for each of the councils, also. MUCC can continue to discuss the issue of their own website. 
MUCC Golf Tournament: Excellent participation, sponsors and volunteers: 58 golfers (14 more than last year). It has been scheduled for July 14, 2008. Once the books are balanced, donate ~$1000 to the Ronald McDonald house, balance to be left for future golf tournaments. Voted and approved. 
Regional Law Update:  It will probably move to Bend in January 2008, in conjunction with the Eastern Oregon OSHA group. 285 people attend in Medford, everyone enjoyed breakfast, lunch and guest speakers. One Call Board, and One Call Concepts presented. They are trying to do it twice a year, advertising war is huge.
