P&E Report (Publicity and Education): 

CARD HOLDERS, CALENDARS AND COLOR CODE CARDS.  Contacts are going good, as Don Patterson now has a regional contact. It’s moving along at a slow pace, but now working on how to distribute it. Also he is looking at talking at a seminar. 
HOME AND GARDEN SHOWS.  Dawn Pike has an application for the February home show. It will $995 for an inside booth, which is more effective than an outside booth. (A vote was taken to get an inside booth.) They need a $500 deposit ASAP. The remainder to be paid by December 10th. Dawn will follow up with Jarrod and Gary on the deposit check. The dates are February 20th to the 24th. Dawn will chair the committee to get volunteers. Volunteers get free admission to the show, parking will be reimbursed. We will need to either buy or get the material for distribution from OUNC or 811. (?)

Old Business:

Locate Rodeo:  Next year’s rodeo committee needs members, and always volunteers. Next meeting is October 13th, Saturday, and a reminder with pertinent information will be sent out soon. It will be the third week in June 2008 We need to think about a budget item for next years budget.

RAA hearing: An RAA was filed against all utilities by a surveying company. They all met before the hearing, and discussed it. It wasn’t a problem with all utilities but an interpretation issue. The open dialogue worked and the RAA was dropped. Everyone walked away with an education and a better working relationship. OUNC training is available by a team of trainers, free of charge, and can be incorporated into a safety meeting, for example. Also they have train the trainer sessions, and they can go all over the state. Field workers have different interpretations of the code, so training is very helpful. Getting the information out through training is very useful.

Verizon:  No more main line work orders will be handed out the rest of this year. Service drops could go up though. 
811 Campaign:  The 811 campaign is working well, according to Jamie, and he has statistics to share with us. 
Website Facelifts:  The website has been updated, and Jamie will bring projects to show the new website.  It is easier to navigate through, so take a look! Keep sending minutes to Stephanie Baxter and she’ll send to OUCC for posting. 
MUCC Golf Tournament: $1000 check to be given to the Ronald McDonald house but hasn’t been issued. 
Regional Law Update:  Last update (August): probably in Bend in January 2008, in conjunction with the Eastern Oregon OSHA group. 
NUCA (National Underground Contractor Association- an equipment Rodeo): Held at the Clackamas County Fairground, and next year it will be on July 27th. It is FREE for a vendor table, and therefore it is worth participating in. We will need volunteers. It is geared for the family, live band, free.

Score One for Safety: Held in August, and the table manned by Christine and a friend. Bud (the big red phone mascot) threw out the first at the Beavers Game, but the emphasis is on 811. It is great for the kids, and even better for safety related information. It reaches a lot of people with 15-30 booths, all for safety. Christine will do it again in 2008.
Orange Call Before You Dig T-shirts: T-shirts are available for $3 each in orange or safety green! If you order 75 or more, they will put your company name/logo on it. The color logo price does go up. See Jamie or Gary. 

ODOT: Handed out their State Transportation Improvement Plan to all involved.

ITIC: The ITIC project is where locate requests are requested online. Prizes are handed out monthly and a grand prize has yet to be awarded for participants. ITIC lite is more for homeowners. One Call Concepts will setup training for a group of 4 to 5 people. 
Transportation Projects:  Washington County handed out their County Transportation Projects and it is available on the website. John, from Washington County announced there are 10 miles of road proposed for paving, and no moratorium will be in place, but original or better restoration after paving is expected. Cuts are usually milled out and put back with a machine, and lots of boring.
