· Plans and specs for the first phase of the LID on W. 1st, Terminal and Bargeway are being sent out. This project will start where the new pavement ends at the Cherry Growers and continue to the west end of the public works property on W. 1st Street.  All of Terminal from W. 1st to Bargeway and then Bargeway west to the end of the public works property.  Phase 2 will be completed in the next couple of years.
· East Gateway Project at the base of Brewery Grade is in review and should be out for bid by the end of April, awarded by June 16th and construction will start in August

· Starting in May, resurfacing Hwy 197 from MP 1 to Boyd Loop Road
