Treasurer’s Report:

Arthur said there was one damage reported last month with no reports submitted by Charter Cable or Embarq.  Arthur did not have a year-end summary because of the missing reports from Embarq and NW Natural (who do theirs on line).  In February he will have the summary for 2008.

Don Patterson will check with Gary Hyatt to find and give us a copy of the letter he sent to Portland area realtors.
New Business:

Paul Titus attended the OUNC meeting last Wednesday and told us to receive our funds from the state this year we have to have at least 5 separate entities reporting (which we do), our new officers have to be submitted (which they have) and within the year we have to recruit a new member to our council. Several suggestions were North State Telephone, Q-Life, Sunset Peak LLC or a local landscaper.  The next OUNC meeting is February 12th in Roseburg.  
The OUNC is going to rent a billboard on I-5 and advertise for one year.  Another topic of discussion was to provide “Dig Safely” seminars that will give landscapers CEUs they have to have to maintain their licenses.

Arthur said he has been asked what roads the County was going to pave next year and since they don’t really start their budget process until February, the paving schedule won’t be out until March.  They have submitted their economic stimulus projects but it will remain to be seen which ones will be funded, if any.
