The meeting was called to order at 8:03 a.m. by Ed Ortega, Vice President.    
Minutes:

Minutes of the February meeting were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:
Arthur has sent out invoices for council dues and has received nine back so our new balance with revenues received is $3,056.31.
Damage Report:
No damages reported.
Old Business:

Per Pat Smith’s request, a letter was sent to Erik Orton/Sunset Peak, LLC on March 1st inviting them to become a member of our council and to date we have not had a reply.  We will give them another month or so to respond.

Dale will talk with Nolan Young, City Manager, about Q-Life becoming a member of the council.  Erik Orton overseas Q-Life also.

Don Patterson is working with Pacific Marketing on some low dollar options ($200 to $500) for small banners/signs to go on a float or truck for the Cherry Festival Parade and to be used for subsequent events where we can advertise.  Bill Ketchum made a motion to spend $500 to $750 on the banners/signs, Dale and Marty seconded the motion.  Don will forward the designs to us via e-mail for our input before funds are spent.

Dale brought up the new Right Of Way Permit again and told everyone there is leg work involved before submitting the permit to the City.  Traffic control plans, maps showing all existing utilities and property owner notification plans have to be submitted along with the permit.    
New Business:

May 14th is the date for the OUNC Meeting in Bend.  We are required to have one member from our council attend the meeting and Bill Ketchum said he would be attending.
Arthur handed out the County’s tentative paving schedule for spring and summer of 2009 and spring of 2010, inside and outside of the Urban Growth Boundary.  West 10th from the Chenowith Creek bridge to Sevenmile Hill Road, Mill Creek Road from Sunset Valley to Orchard Road and a section of Cherry Heights will be an overlay paid for by stimulus funds.  Please notify the County of any upcoming projects you might have in these areas as they want these paving projects to last a long time.
